MEASURE’S PURPOSE: The purpose of this measure is to establish annual in-service training requirements for local school board members, to initiate the process and procedure for establishing a certification for school finance officers, and establishing some basic duties for school finance officers.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: This measure amends KRS 160.180 to alter the in-service training requirements for local school board members. Training in finance, ethics, and superintendent evaluation are required of all board members but the number of hours required varies with the years of experience the board members have.

KRS 160.431 is amended to require that a school finance officer, employed after July 1, 2015, obtain certification from the Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) prior to holding that position. The Kentucky Board of Education is charged with promulgating administrative regulations that prescribe the criteria and procedures to be used in the certification process. KRS 160.431 is also amended to provide a list of financial reports that the finance officer must present to the local board and KDE.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: This measure has no fiscal impact on the budget of the Commonwealth. The costs associated with in-service training of local school board members is borne by the local school board.
