MEASURE’S PURPOSE: Ban smoking in public places and places of employment
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: All public places and places of employment shall have signs indicating “no smoking”.  Persons in charge of such places shall inform any person smoking to cease smoking or to leave the premises, and if they do not comply, law enforcement officers should be contacted.  Persons violating the law can be issued citations by law enforcement personnel, designated employees of the Department of Public Health, and designated employees of local health departments and local governments.  Funds received from fines will be sent to the agency that issued the citation.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: There does not appear to be any additional cost to state government agencies because there is no mandate for the Department of Health to hire additional workers, or to designate a certain number current employees for enforcement of the smoking ban. Also, the bill allows the state police to modify the current uniform citation to include the smoking violation, and there would be no additional costs from that action.
Primary enforcement of the smoking ban will fall upon local law enforcement officers, so there will be some additional costs for local governments.  A local mandate note will be prepared that addresses this issue in greater detail.

From a long term perspective, if this action results in an overall state decrease in smoking, both state and local governments could experience cost savings from insurance premiums due to a healthier workforce.  Also, the state could incur savings from a decrease in health costs relative to Medicare, Medicaid, and assistance to indigent persons due to a healthier state population.
