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MEASURE’S PURPOSE: Amend the Kentucky Constitution to provide an independent state salary commission to determine the salaries paid to elected officials of the commonwealth.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: The salary commission would set salaries for elected state officials and members of the General Assembly. Those salaries would be subject to referendum by the citizens, if demanded, and a petition was filed with the required number of signatures. Existing salaries would stay in effect until salary commission acted.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: The constitutional amendment would go on the ballot of a scheduled general election so it would not have the cost of an extra election.
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
