MEASURE’S PURPOSE: To allow a pregnant woman requesting an abortion, to have at least 24 hours prior to the abortion a copy of printed materials to view relating to fetus. 
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: Language has been added to KRS 311.725 Section 1 requiring at least 24 hours prior to abortion the physician meet with the woman in person to ensure that she has an opportunity to view an active ultrasound image of the fetus, hear the heartbeat of the fetus, and receive a physical picture of the ultrasound image of the fetus.
Language has been added to KRS 311.990 stating “Any person who violates subsection (1) of Section 1 shall be fined no less than $25,000 and not more than $100,000 for the first offense and not less than $50,000 and more than $250,000 for each subsequent offense. In addition to the fine, the violation will be reported to the Kentucky Board of Medical Licensure.
