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AN ACT relating to compensation of retired judges.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 21A IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Notwithstanding any other provision of KRS 48.195 or KRS Chapter 21 or 21A to the contrary, any judge or justice who retired under the Senior Status Program for Special Judges as provided by KRS 21.580, who is drawing a monthly pension from the Judicial Retirement Plan that is greater than or equal to the average monthly final compensation used to calculate the judge's or justice's pension benefit when he or she retired, who is elected, re-elected, or appointed to a position of judge or justice on or after the effective date of this Act, shall have his or her monthly salary, upon election, re-election, or appointment to a position as judge or justice, reduced by the monthly pension benefit he or she is receiving from the Judicial Retirement Plan. A judge or justice impacted by the provisions of this subsection shall not, under the provisions of this section, have his or her salary as a judge or justice reduced below ten percent (10%) of the salary he or she would otherwise be eligible to receive.

(2)
The provisions of this section shall not apply to a judge or justice who is temporarily assigned to service as a judge or justice who is compensated under the provisions of KRS 21A.110.
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
