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AN ACT relating to health benefit plans.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 17A OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section:

(a)
"First-degree relative" means a blood relative with whom an individual shares approximately fifty percent (50%) of his or her genetic information and includes:

1.
Parents;

2.
Siblings; and

3.
Children; and

(b)
"Second-degree relative" means a blood relative with whom an individual shares approximately twenty-five percent (25%) of his or her genetic information and includes:

1.
Grandparents;

2.
Grandchildren;

3.
Aunts or uncles;

4.
Nephews or nieces; and

5.
Half-siblings.

(2)
All health benefit plans issued or renewed on or after the effective date of this Act shall provide coverage for genetic testing for mutations of the BRCA1 or BRCA2 genes for any insured who:

(a)
Is at risk of breast cancer or ovarian cancer; or 

(b)
Has been diagnosed with breast or ovarian cancer at the age of forty (40) years or younger.

(3)
An insured individual shall be considered at risk of breast cancer or ovarian cancer under subsection (2)(a) of this section if:

(a)
The insured has no personal history of breast or ovarian cancer but has a first-degree relative or second-degree relative who has tested positive for a BRCA1 or BRCA2 mutation; or

(b)
The insured has a personal history of breast or ovarian cancer and has at least one (1) first-degree relative or second-degree relative who was diagnosed with breast or ovarian cancer.

(4)
The benefits provided in this section shall be subject to the same annual deductibles or coinsurance established for all other covered benefits within a given health benefit plan.
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
