SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Create a new section of KRS Chapter 521, relating to bribery and corrupt influences to prohibit probation or shock probation for a public officer or employee convicted of a bribery or related offense; amend KRS 522.050, relating to abuse of the public trust to prohibit probation or shock probation for a public officer or employee convicted of the offense.

STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $59.72. Most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to 5 years. DOC’s cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.59 per day (includes jail per diem, medical & central office costs), not including substance abuse treatment. Projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years.

 Section 1  Prohibits probation or shock probation for a public officer or employee convicted of a bribery or related offenses. The penalties for these offenses include Class C felonies. Additionally, the bill amends KRS 522.050, relating to abuse of the public trust to prohibit probation or shock probation for a public officer or employee convicted of the offense. Abuse of public trust is a Class D felony if the value of the public money or property is less than $10,000; a Class C felony if the value is $10,000 or more, but less than 100,000; and a Class B felony if the value is $100,000 or more.
There are currently five inmates serving time on KRS 521.020 bribery of a public servant and two serving on 522.050(3)(a) abuse of public trust less than $10,000. Given these small numbers, this bill is expected to have minimal impact on DOC.

While the expense varies by jail, this estimated impact will be based on $33.26 per day, which equals the per diem and medical that DOC pays jails to house felony offenders.
