MEASURE’S PURPOSE: HB257 requires the cabinet to, upon request, issue a certificate of early fetal death.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: A new section of KRS 213 is created.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: The cabinet estimates it would cost $100,000 to develop a new certificate and include the production and tracking of such certificates in the programming of the current system. While the legislation provides for charging a “reasonable” fee, the demand for such certificates is unknown which would preclude the spreading of development cost to the requestors.
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
