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AN ACT relating to charitable gaming.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 238 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
If any person serving as a volunteer for a charitable organization violates this chapter or any administrative regulations promulgated under this chapter, the department shall disqualify that person from serving as a volunteer and that person shall be added to a registry of disqualified volunteers. The department shall maintain this registry.

(2)
If a licensed charitable organization requests a copy of the registry, the department shall provide that charitable organization with a copy of the registry, up to a maximum of four (4) requests per year for each licensed charitable organization.

(3)
The department shall have the same powers and duties to reasonably investigate conduct by a volunteer as those granted to it under KRS 238.560, as applicable. Volunteers who have been disqualified and added to the registry shall have the same appellate rights and duties as those granted to license holders under KRS 238.565.

(4)
No person on the registry shall be permitted to participate in any type of charitable gaming activity authorized under this chapter either as a volunteer or as a member of a licensed charitable organization. After a person's name has been listed on the registry for five (5) continuous years for a violation that occurred after the effective date of this Act, that person's name shall be removed from the registry unless that person has committed a subsequent violation of this section.

Section 2.   KRS 238.520 is amended to read as follows:

The Charitable Gaming Advisory Commission is created to be composed of eleven (11)[nine (9)] members consisting of:

(a)
The secretary of the Public Protection Cabinet or[ his] designee;

(b)
The Attorney General or[ his] designee;

(c)
One (1) representative from the Kentucky Commonwealth's Attorneys Association;

(d)
One (1) representative from the Kentucky Charitable Gaming Association;

(e)
One (1) certified public accountant;

(f)
Three (3) members[One (1) member] selected from the public at large;

(g)
One (1) representative selected from the Joint Executive Council of Veterans Organizations of Kentucky;

(h)
One (1) representative from Catholic organizations; and

(i)
One (1) representative from Kentucky's volunteer firefighter organizations.


The certified public accountant, the three (3)[one (1)] at-large members[member], and the representatives from the Kentucky Commonwealth's Attorneys Association and the Kentucky Charitable Gaming Association shall be appointed by the Governor. The representative from each of the two (2) associations, the one (1) representative from the Joint Executive Council of Veterans Organizations of Kentucky, the one (1) representative from the Catholic organizations, and the one (1) representative from the volunteer firefighter organizations shall be selected from a list of at least three (3) names submitted to the Governor by the respective association.

(2)
Initial appointments to the commission shall be for staggered terms as follows: one (1) member for a term of one (1) year; two (2) members for a term of two (2) years; two (2) members for a term of three (3) years; and two (2) members for a term of four (4) years. Thereafter, each member shall be appointed for a term of four (4) years.[ No member from the public at large shall be appointed in the same year.] Vacancies shall be filled in the same manner as the original appointment for the unexpired portion of the term. No member of the commission may serve more than two (2) consecutive[full] terms. A former member may be reappointed following an absence of one (1) term.
(3)
The Charitable Gaming Advisory Commission shall provide ongoing advice and input to the department and to the General Assembly but shall not become directly involved in the licensing and regulation of charitable gaming by the department.

(4)
The commission shall meet quarterly, upon the request of the chair or four (4) of its members or as otherwise directed by the department. Six (6)[Five (5)] members shall constitute a quorum for conducting business. The commission shall annually elect a chairman from its membership, and no person elected chairman shall serve more than two (2) consecutive terms of one (1) year each. Members shall receive no compensation for serving on the commission, but shall be reimbursed for travel expenses for attending meetings and performing other official functions, consistent with state reimbursement policy for state employees.
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
