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AN ACT relating to the Kentucky State University health initiative trust fund and making an appropriation therefor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 164 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The Kentucky State University health initiative trust fund is created and shall be administered by the Finance and Administration Cabinet.

The trust fund shall consist of:

(a)
Contributions, gifts, and donations;

(b)
Any moneys designated by the General Assembly for deposit into the fund; and

(c)
Any other proceeds from grants, appropriations, or other moneys made available for the purposes of the trust fund.

(3)
Moneys in the trust fund shall be used to establish and support nutrition-based wellness, education, and research initiatives of Kentucky State University that promote health through better diet and lifestyle practices, especially within minority, low-income, and disadvantaged communities that have been found to be at higher risk for obesity, heart disease, type 2 diabetes, and other chronic conditions.

(4)
Notwithstanding KRS 45.229, any moneys remaining in the fund at the close of the fiscal year shall not lapse but shall be carried forward into the succeeding fiscal year to be used for the purposes provided by subsection (3) of this section.

(5)
Interest earned on any moneys in the trust fund shall accrue to the trust fund.

(6)
Moneys in the fund are hereby appropriated for the purposes set forth in subsection (3) of this section.

(7)
A person making a contribution, gift, or donation shall:

(a)
Submit a check made payable to the Kentucky State Treasurer; and

(b)

Mail the contribution, gift, or donation to the Finance and Administration Cabinet; and 

2.
Designate that the check is a contribution, gift, or donation to the fund.

(8)
(a)
The Finance and Administration Cabinet shall separately account for each contribution, gift, or donation made to the trust fund and shall publish on its Web site a listing of each contribution, gift, or donation made, including the cumulative total since the creation of the fund for each donor or association of donors or entities, without publishing the names of those wishing to remain anonymous.

(b)

Information listed on the Web site related to each contribution may include the name of the donor and the amount of contribution, gift, or donation.

2.
Anonymous donations shall be accepted without requiring any of the information provided in subparagraph 1. of this paragraph.

(9)
The Finance and Administration Cabinet may work in conjunction with administrators and students of Kentucky State University and others willing to volunteer their time and talents to create a plan to encourage individuals, foundations, associations, corporations, and other entities to make donations to the fund, develop the Web site for posting the donations, and any other administrative processes.
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
