Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 314 GA amends KRS Chapter 323A.  This chapter governs landscape architects.  The bill overhauls the practice of landscape architecture.  It amends the requirements for licensure and includes provisions for retired and inactive licenses.  It sets the types of fees that the Board of Landscape Architecture may charge; and directs how a landscape architect may sign and seal work product.  HB 314 GA clarifies reasons for licensee discipline, and it increases the maximum fine the board may levy to $10,000 per violation.  It also sets out requirements for board membership, provides for the election of board officers, updates board member’s per diem, provides for administrative regulatory authority, and allows the board to make a direct request to enjoin violations.  The bill makes violations of Chapter 323A a Class A misdemeanor.  

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 314 GA on local governments is expected to be minimal.  
The bill makes it a Class A misdemeanor to violate the provisions of KRS Chapter 323A.  Convictions for violations of the landscape architect licensing chapter are expected to be rare.  

A person convicted of a Class A misdemeanor can be incarcerated for up to one year in one of Kentucky's local jails.  While the expense of housing inmates varies by jail, each additional inmate will increase facility costs by an estimated average of $33.26 per day including medical costs. 
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
