Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 322 GA amends KRS 186.041 by making attendees and graduates of the United States Service Academies eligible for a special military service academy license plate. HB 322 GA also amends KRS 186.162 to establish the same fees for the special military service academy license plate as for a standard military special plate.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 322 GA on county clerks is expected to be nil to minimal. The applicant would pay regular clerk fees for the plate. The county clerk will have to verify the proof presented by the applicant that demonstrates current attendance or graduation from a service academy as defined. Additionally, a county clerk would need to store license plates stickers for special military service academies.
The county clerk receives $3 for an initial application and a $3 for a renewal application for issuance. Also, under KRS 186.040(1) and (6) and for administrative processing duties, the county clerk receives an additional $6 per registration and an additional $3 per registration (with $1 of the $3 being retained by the county clerk for technological improvements).
