Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 351 HCS deletes original provisions of the bill.  The bill exempts individuals with valid orders of protection from the prohibition against carry concealed deadly weapons found in KRS Chapter 527. 

     

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 351 HCS is expected to be nil.  The only cost to local law enforcement will be training on the bill’s exemption from the crime of carrying a concealed deadly weapon for individuals possessing an order of protection.  The bill exempts individuals with valid orders of protection that are not otherwise prohibited, from the prohibition against carrying concealed deadly weapons.
