Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 351/GA creates a new section of KRS 403.715 to 403.785 (“Domestic Violence and Abuse”).  The bill permits a petitioner for an order of protection to apply for a temporary permit to carry a concealed deadly weapon.  The application is electronically submitted to the State Police.  The State Police shall issue the temporary permit if the applicant is not otherwise disqualified under KRS 237.110(4)(a) to (h).  The State Police must issue or deny the permit within one working day after the receipt of the completed application.  The temporary permit is valid for 45 days unless the holder converts it to a regular concealed carry license by complying with the requirements of KRS 237.110. 

     

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 351/GA is expected to be nil.  The bill requires an individual seeking a temporary permit to apply and pay any fees to the State Police.  The State Police make the decision and issue the permit.  The temporary permit is valid for 45 days.  If the holder of a temporary permit fails to carry it at all times when carrying a firearm, then the penalty is a $25 noncriminal violation fine payable to the District Court clerk.
