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On page 1, delete lines 5 to 18 in their entirety and in lieu thereof insert the following:

"(1)
When considering the pretrial release of a person whose pretrial risk assessment indicates he or she is a moderate- or high-risk defendant, the court considering the release may order as a condition of pretrial release that the person wear a continuous alcohol monitoring device during all or part of the person's period of pretrial release. As used in this section, "continuous alcohol monitoring device" means an electronic device worn securely on a person's body that:

(a)
Continually and automatically tests for transdermal alcohol concentration levels at least once every thirty (30) minutes;

(b)
Detects tampering and removal attempts, regardless of the location of the person who is being monitored; and

(c)
Regularly transmits the data by means of radio frequency to a base station transmitter connected to either a telephone line or a secure cellular uplink.

(2)
(a)
All costs associated with the continuous alcohol monitoring device, including 

administrative and operating costs, shall be paid by the defendant.

(b)
If the court determines that a defendant is indigent, the court may, based on a sliding scale established by the Supreme Court of Kentucky by rule, require the defendant to pay the costs imposed under this section in an amount that is less than the full amount of the costs associated with operating the continuous alcohol monitoring device.

(c)
If a defendant pays to an entity that operates a continuous alcohol monitoring device the amount ordered by the court under this subsection, the entity shall accept the amount as payment in full. Except as otherwise provided by contract, neither the Commonwealth, nor the Court of Justice nor the county, urban-county, charter county, or consolidated local government shall be responsible for payment of any costs associated with operating the continuous alcohol monitoring device in relation to an indigent defendant."; and

On page 2, line 27, after "paid" and continuing onto page 3, line 1, delete "by the defendant" and in lieu thereof insert "as provided in Section 1 of this Act"; and

On page 5, line 19, after "paid" delete "by the defendant" and in lieu thereof insert "as provided in Section 1 of this Act"; and

On page 9, line 20, after "wear" delete "and pay all costs associated with"; and

On page 9. line 21, after "Act," insert "and pay all costs associated with the device as provided in Section 1 of this Act,"; and

On page 11, line 18, after "monitoring system" insert "or a continuous alcohol monitoring device, as defined and paid for as provided in Section 1 of this Act"; and

On page 11, beginning on line 22 after "and abuse" delete all new language through line 24.
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
