Dear Mary:

House Bill 364 GA amends creates a new section of KRS Chapter 70 to define "police officer"; creates a new section of KRS Chapter 70 to allow sheriff's offices the ability to employ retired police officers provided the officer participated in the Law Enforcement Foundation Program, retired with at least 20 years of service credit with no administrative charges pending, and met the separation of employment requirements so that retirement benefits from Kentucky Retirement Systems were not voided; creates a new section of KRS Chapter 15 to provide that retired police officers employed by a sheriff's office shall continue to receive the benefits they were eligible to receive upon retirement but shall not accrue any additional retirement or health benefits during reemployment; provides that retirement and any health contributions shall not be paid to Kentucky Retirement Systems on a retired officer who is reemployed under these provisions; amends KRS 61.637 to conform.
 KRS staff members have examined HB 364 GA and have determined that the bill will not increase or decrease benefits or the participation in benefits in any of the retirement systems administered by KRS.  Furthermore, HB 364 GA will not change the actuarial liability of any of the retirement systems administered by KRS.  Although, if the bill passes there will be a slight reduction in revenue to KRS, the reduction will be actuarially negligible.  Consequently, we have not requested any further actuarial analysis of HB 364 GA by the System’s independent actuary.
