STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $59.72. Most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to 5 years. DOC’s cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.59 per day (includes jail per diem, medical & central office costs), not including substance abuse treatment. Projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years.

 Section 1 Allows DOC to transfer an inmate to a secure health facility for the prolonged treatment of specified conditions. The Department of Corrections houses a large number of offenders with serious healthcare needs.  The Kentucky State Reformatory (KSR) houses male offenders with the most serious needs to consolidate services in order to provide cost effective quality medical care. KSR operates a sixty-seven (67) bed Nursing Care Facility specifically designed for those offenders requiring continuous medical care. KSR also has nursing care coverage in medical living areas that are adjacent to the Nursing Care Facility as follows: Dormitory 10: 90 beds; Unit D Daily Assisted Living: 50 beds; Dormitory 12: 20 beds.
All 217 Medical Beds at KSR are secure custody beds for male inmates with medium custody and above.  As of 2-17-14, there is no waiting list for secure male medical beds. .The Blackburn Correctional Complex has 200 non-secure medical beds for male minimum custody inmates.   As of 2-17-14, there is no waiting list for non-secure male medical beds. The Kentucky Correctional Institution for Women currently has a medical bed unit for female inmates.  As of 2-17-14, there is no waiting list for female medical beds. 

The DOC budget includes contracted medical services which provide direct care to the inmates assigned to these medical beds.  The contracted service also provides medical services to the general population inmates in all 12 Adult Facilities. An analysis of the population reveals that DOC does not have the need for additional secure medical beds.  The proposed legislation would necessitate an increase to the budget for a contract for, or construction of, a secure health facility.   A new secure health facility would also necessitate a budget increase for both security staffing and the costly expansion of the medical contract for additional medical professionals.
 
LOCAL IMPACT: Local governments are responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals charged with Class A or B misdemeanors and felony defendants until disposition of the case. While the expense varies by jail, this estimated impact will be based on $33.26 per day, which equals the per diem and medical that DOC pays jails to house felony offenders.
