MEASURE’S PURPOSE: The purpose of this bill is to extend the possibility of medical parole to a larger group of inmates with major medical issues.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: This bill adds a section to the law that allows medical parole for an inmate that was not convicted of a Class C felony involving a sexual offense, has served at least 50% of his or her sentence, has not had his or her case previously reviewed by the board, and has been diagnosed with an incurable progressive illness or who has suffered a debilitating injury from which her or she will not recover or has been diagnosed with a terminal, incurable disease and whose life expectancy is eighteen months or less.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: It is not possible to know in advance the number of inmates that might meet these criteria at any point in time, and it is also not possible to know if the Parole Board would grant these inmates medical parole even if they are eligible. However, inmates with medical conditions addressed by this bill are very expensive to maintain in a prison setting, and early parole for even a small number of these individuals would result in significant savings for the Department of Corrections. It costs about $22,600 annually to keep a healthy inmate in a state prison. Annual costs for an inmate with major medical issues can easily cost $50,000 per year, and can exceed that in many instances. Currently, the Department operates a 67 bed nursing home facility, and has over 200 inmates receiving nursing services 24 hours per day, seven days a week.
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
