MEASURE’S PURPOSE: HB 411 requires licensed child-care centers to be tested for radon upon initial licensing and then at least once every five years. 
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: HB 411 creates a new section of KRS 199.892 to 199.8996 to require licensed child-care centers to be tested for radon at least once every five years as part of their initial licensure and license renewal; and requires the most current report to be posted in a public place within the child-care center.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: Per the Cabinet for Health and Family Services, this bill would not have a fiscal impact on the state, but instead would impact child care centers for inspection and, if applicable, remediation fees.
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
