MEASURE’S PURPOSE: The purpose of this measure is to provide a safe location for the disposal of prescription drugs.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: This act creates a new section of subchapter 50 of KRS Chapter 224 that compels the Energy and Environment Cabinet to work with county and municipal waste coordinators, city or county police, and sheriff’s office to establish of program for the safe drop off of prescription drugs.  This is accomplished by requiring the inclusion of safe prescription drug drop off programs in solid waste management plans filed by counties, municipalities, and solid waste management districts, including information such as the drop off location, the surveillance and enforcement procedures to prevent tampering, and the method of disposal.  It allows city or county police offices and sheriff offices to participate in the drop off program, and if they participate, it requires them to determine a secure collection site and establish procedures for disposal of the prescription drugs, post a sign identifying the location of the collection site, and monitor the volume of prescription drugs turned in.  The act does not preclude local governments from creating alternative programs for the drop off and disposal of prescription drugs, but it does require them to follow the provisions of this act as well as any administrative regulations adopted by the Energy and Environment Cabinet.  This act also amends KRS 224.43-310 to include information about the number of cities and counties that are participating in the drop off program and how many prescription drugs have been disposed of under the program in the annual solid waste management plan.  Finally, it amends KRS 224.43-315 to require that the county include information describing their participation in the prescription drug drop off program in their annual report to the cabinet.  
FISCAL EXPLANATION: The costs associated with this bill are low.  The only costs borne by the state would be the increase in administrative oversight for drawing up regulations, reviewing municipal reports, and overseeing the implementation of the prescription drug drop off plans.  The Energy and Environment Cabinet has estimated this increase in work load would require the equivalent of 1.5 full time employees, which would cost $112,500 annually.  Typically these funds would come out of the restricted Kentucky PRIDE funds since they are used for solid waste programs, but there is a cap of $750,000 for administrative costs from that fund, so general fund dollars would be used. 
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
