MEASURE’S PURPOSE: HB 469 prohibits, effective January 1, 2015, public assistance payments to persons born after January 1, 1995 (age 20 or below) without a high school diploma, GED or equivalent.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: HB 469 amends KRS 205.200 to require persons born after January 1, 1995, to have a high school diploma, GED, or equivalent to be eligible for public assistance payments beginning January 1, 2015.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: This fiscal impact is indeterminable because it may conflict with federal requirements for determining eligibility for public assistance (i.e. Medicaid or Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program, Personal Care Attendant Program, etc.). In most public assistance programs, states cannot impose stricter requirements than federal guidelines in determining eligibility and/or continuing federally funded benefits. To do so could put a state’s federal funding for the affected program in jeopardy and/or result in a significant loss of public assistance federal funds.

There could also be an indeterminable savings if programs were to impose this requirement and the number of welfare recipients was reduced.
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
