MEASURE’S PURPOSE: To require physicians to communicate with patients of mammographic breast density information.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: Creates a new section of KRS Chapter 311 requiring a physicians to communicate with a patient if a mammogram showed that the breast tissue to be dense. Language is included in the bill to be used to communicate with the patient. There is also language stating, "nothing in this section shall be construed to create or impose liability for failing to comply with the requirements of KRS 311 Section 1 (1)" and "that the language shall not be deemed to require a notice that is inconsistent with the federal provisions of Mammography Quality Standards Act, under 42 U.S.C. sec. 263b."
