STATE IMPACT: Class A, B & C felonies are based on an average daily prison rate of $59.72. Most Class D felons are housed in one of 79 full service jails for up to 5 years. DOC’s cost to incarcerate a felony inmate in a jail is $34.59 per day (includes jail per diem, medical & central office costs), not including substance abuse treatment. Projections are based on the daily rate x 365 x number of years.

 Section 1  Requires sentences for multiple Class A, B, or C felonies to run consecutively. This bill would have a significant impact on the Department of Corrections. As the chart below indicates, there are currently 3,206 inmates serving concurrent sentences who would serve their sentences consecutively under the provisions of the bill. The average additional years to serve would range from 9 to 64. The additional years to serve multiplied by the number of inmates serving for each group results in total additional years to serve ranging from 40 to 25,093 for the group of 1,091 inmates that are serving on Class B and C felonies.

The average annual cost to incarcerate a felon in a county jail is $12,625 (or $15,911 with substance abuse treatment). This includes nearly all Class D felons and a few Class C felons. All other state prisoners are housed in state prisons at a cost of $21,799 per year per inmate. Those costs increase as inmates age and become infirm

While the expense varies by jail, this estimated impact will be based on $33.26 per day, which equals the per diem and medical that DOC pays jails to house felony offenders.
