Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
House Bill 584 proposes to submit an amendment to Section 226 of the Kentucky Constitution to the voters for ratification, using the following language on the ballot:

“Are you in favor of allowing the General Assembly to pass general laws authorizing other forms of gaming?”

If voters ratify the constitutional amendment, it would permit the General Assembly to authorize any form of gaming in addition to lotteries and gift enterprises referenced in Section 226 of the Kentucky Constitution.
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The costs of House Bill 584 to local governments due to adding a constitutional amendment to a ballot would be minimal.  
According to Harp Enterprises, a vendor that provides electronic voting machines to 97 Kentucky counties, there are additional programming costs associated with adding a new category to the ballot on an already scheduled statewide election.  For example, the cost to add a new category to the ballot for Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government, with 287 precincts, is estimated to be between $3,000 and $4,000, and for Franklin County, with 44 precincts, the cost is estimated to be between $1,250 and $2,000.
