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MEASURE’S PURPOSE: The purpose of this measure is to add some components and alter the content of other components of the new superintendent training and assessment program.
PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: This measure amends portions of KRS 156.111 to add some components and alter the content of other components of the new superintendent training and assessment program. In addition, the measure requires that at the conclusion of the training, each participant shall deliver to the employing board of education and the Kentucky Department of Education a comprehensive collection of work products and assessments that demonstrate proficiency in each area of training. A superintendent who is hired in that position for the first time must complete the training and assessment within two (2) years of taking office.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: The Kentucky Department of Education (KDE) currently contracts with the Kentucky School Administrators Association (KASA) to conduct the new superintendent training and assessment. Staff at KDE and KASA indicate that no additional costs will be incurred. There are new training modules established but the training will continue to occur within the currently established time frame and the current contract between KDE and KASA.
