Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
HB 80 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 189 allowing a driver convicted of violating KRS 189.290 for driving on a highway that is barricaded due to flooding to be held liable for the costs of rescue or recovery up to $2,000. HB 80 also allows insurance policies to exclude coverage for a person’s liability under this situation.

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 80 on local government would likely be minimal. Law enforcement and emergency response officials said that the additional revenue collected under the provisions of HB 80 would be nominal. One state-wide official estimated that they respond to less than 50 such calls each year.
