Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
Under current law (KRS 237.140), a retired local peace officer is certified annually to carry a concealed deadly weapon.  With regard to the certification, the statute provides the administrative responsibilities of the agency that formerly employed the retired officer, and 502 KAR 13:010 lists the sheriff’s administrative responsibilities.  The agency that formerly employed the retired officer may supervise his or her annual qualification with a firearm and may process some of the paperwork.  The sheriff also has administrative responsibilities, including the bulk of the paperwork.  All of the paperwork is mailed to the Kentucky State Police.

HB 99 retains the requirement that a retired local peace officer pass his or her firearms qualification on an annual basis.  However, the bill requires the Kentucky State Police to issue regulations that limit the administrative responsibilities of the sheriff while in some cases slightly increasing the administrative responsibilities of local law enforcement. HB 99 also amends KRS 527.020 to allow a certified retired peace officer to carry a concealed deadly weapon only when necessary for his or her protection. 
HB 99 HCS deletes the amendment to KRS 527.020.    
Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
The fiscal impact of HB 99 HCS on local governments is expected to be a minimal financial benefit for sheriffs and a minimal financial cost for local law enforcement.
HB 99 HCS retains the requirement that a retired local peace officer pass his or her firearms qualification on an annual basis.  As under current law, the firing range test to obtain qualification is supervised by a firearms instructor of the retiree’s former employing agency or a firearms instructor approved by the Kentucky Law Enforcement Council or the Department of Criminal Justice Training.  However, HB 99 HCS requires that the Kentucky State Police promulgate an administrative regulation that will ease the burden imposed on a sheriff by 502 KAR 13:010.  With regard to a retired peace officer’s concealed carry qualification, the sheriff will execute his or her administrative responsibilities once every four years rather than annually.  At the same time, the regulation may permit either the retired peace officer or the person supervising the annual firearms qualification to submit minimal additional annual paperwork identified in KRS 237.140(2).
According to the Boone County Sheriff’s Office and the Kentucky Association of Chiefs of Police, HB 99 HCS is expected to provide a minimal financial benefit to sheriffs and to impose a minimal financial cost on local law enforcement.  Sheriffs will have to carry out their administrative responsibilities once every four years rather than annually.  The additional minimal paperwork submitted annually to the Kentucky State Police may be submitted by the retired peace officer or the person who supervised the annual firearms qualification.  If the paperwork is submitted by the person who supervised the annual firearms qualification, and that person is employed by a local law enforcement agency, then there will be a minimal financial cost imposed on local law enforcement.  According to the Kentucky Association of Chiefs of Police, local law enforcement will minimize the cost by mailing in one package the paperwork for several retired peace officers.
