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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION to make application by the Commonwealth of Kentucky under Article V of the United States Constitution for a Convention of the States to be called by Congress to propose amendments to the Constitution of the United States of America.

WHEREAS, the founders of the Constitution empowered state legislators to be guardians of liberty; and

WHEREAS, it is the solemn duty of the states to protect the liberty of our people, particularly for the generations to come, to propose amendments to the Constitution of the United States of America through a Convention of the States under Article V; and

WHEREAS, Article V of the Constitution of the United States of America provides that, on the application of the legislatures of two-thirds of the several states, Congress shall call a convention for proposing amendments to the Constitution of the United States of America, which amendments, when so proposed by such a convention, must be ratified by the legislatures of, or conventions in, three-fourths of the states to become ratified;
NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   That the Kentucky General Assembly hereby makes an application for Congress to call a convention for the purpose of proposing amendments to the Constitution of the United States.

Section 2.   That this application by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky constitutes a continuing application in accordance with Article V of the Constitution of the United States of America until at least two-thirds of the legislatures of several states have made similar application.

Section 3.   That when the convention is called by Congress, then any delegates and alternate delegates from the Commonwealth of Kentucky are authorized to propose and vote on amendments in accordance with the instructions adopted by the General Assembly.

Section 4.   That a copy of this application shall upon enactment be immediately transmitted by the Kentucky Secretary of State to the President and Secretary of the United States Senate, the Speaker and Clerk of the United States House of Representatives, each member of Congress from the Commonwealth of Kentucky, and to the Senate Presidents and Speakers of the House of Representatives or any other presiding legislative leader of each state within the United States, requesting their cooperation.
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
