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MEASURE’S PURPOSE: This resolution directs the staff of the Legislative Research Commission to study family care-giving and long-term supports and services in Kentucky.

PROVISIONS/MECHANICS: (1) Identify policies, resources, and programs available for family caregivers and identify additional innovative and creative means to support family caregivers to continue to provide needed in-home support for older adults; (2) Interview family caregivers about their needs, including the designation of caregivers, training, respite services, medical leave policies, delegation of tasks to non-medical aides, and relevant state policies; (3) Compile an inventory of the resources available to family caregivers; and (4) Identify possible legislative and administrative actions to support family caregivers.

Staff shall transmit the results of the study to the Legislative Research Commission for distribution to the appropriate interim joint committee or committees by December 1, 2014.

The Legislative Research Commission shall have the authority to alternatively assign the issues identified herein to an interim joint committee or subcommittee thereof and to designate a study completion date.
FISCAL EXPLANATION: As this falls within the regular duties of the staff of the Legislative Research Commission, the cost of conducting this study would be negligible to the Legislative Branch budget.
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
