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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION recognizing Marshall County's Tater Day as an agricultural event.

WHEREAS, Tater Day is an annual celebration in Marshall County that honors Marshall County's agricultural achievements and county history by commemorating the sweet potato; and

WHEREAS, on Tater Day farmers would come to Marshall County from all over the state to trade sweet potatoes and other agricultural commodities, tools, and implements; and

WHEREAS, founded in 1843, Tater Day, which was originally a single day of trade, later developed into a celebration that spans several days; and

WHEREAS, Tater Day promotes agriculture through events that draw people from Kentucky and surrounding states to Marshall County to enjoy community events and hometown hospitality; and

WHEREAS, attendees can enjoy a full day of parade complete with marching bands, floats, and an opportunity to see the lady crowned queen of the Miss Tater beauty pageant; and

WHEREAS, community life and simple pleasures have been lost to the current generation and can be rediscovered in Marshall County during the annual Tater Day festival; and

WHEREAS, Marshall County's Tater Day should be commended for its contribution to agriculture and regarded as an important tradition to the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The General Assembly officially recognizes Marshall County's Tater Day as an important agricultural event in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
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
