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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the Representative Mary Harper Memorial Highway in Bullitt County.

WHEREAS, Mary Catherine Harper was a native of Bullitt County, Kentucky, and was born on May 13, 1929; and

WHEREAS, Mary Harper was a retired educator, having served as a teacher for 32 years, mostly at Overdale Elementary School; and

WHEREAS, Mary Harper, who had a keen lifelong interest in politics, was the widow of former State Representative and Gubernatorial candidate Representative John Harper; and

WHEREAS, after her retirement, Mary Harper served two terms in the Kentucky House of Representatives, from 2003 to 2006; and

WHEREAS, Representative Mary Harper served as a member of the Education; Seniors, Military Affairs, and Public Safety; and Tourism Development and Energy Committees; and

WHEREAS, Mary Catherine Harper crossed these earthly bounds on May 9, 2012, just four days short of her 83rd birthday, leaving behind her son, Alex Harper; two grandchildren, Jared and Gabriel; and a host of friends in Bullitt County, at the Capitol in Frankfort, and across the Commonwealth who mourn her passing yet celebrate a life of service well-lived;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate Kentucky Route 44 East, from mile point 19 to mile point 22, as the "Representative Mary Harper Memorial Highway," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
