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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the "Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore Memorial Highway."

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore was born on March 16, 1975, in Paintsville, Kentucky, the beloved son of Carolyn Kay Sizemore and Glen Sizemore; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore attended Montgomery County High School, where he took classes in agriculture and was very active in the Future Farmers of America chapter; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore was passionate about the rugged outdoors and enjoyed camping, kayaking, and rappelling while growing up; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore loved rock music and learned to play the guitar; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore attended Morehead State University before enlisting in the Army in 1999; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore was assigned to the 1st Battalion, 26th Infantry Regiment, 2nd Brigade Combat Team, 1st Infantry Division, Schweinfurt, Germany; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore, remembered as a professional who could balance work and play, was on his second yearlong rotation in Iraq; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore recently reenlisted in order to be stationed at Fort Knox, Kentucky, so that he could be closer to home and his family could meet his wife, Elena, with whom he had been married less than a year; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore died October, 17, 2006, in Baghdad, Iraq, from injuries suffered when his patrol came in contact with enemy forces using small arms fire during combat operations; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore made the ultimate sacrifice in the struggle for a free world; and

WHEREAS, Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore was a loving and devoted husband and son who will be forever mourned by his friends, family, and fellow soldiers; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky is deeply grateful for the sacrifices and services of Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the portion of United States Route 60 that runs from Mount Sterling to Interstate 64 at Exit 101 as the "Staff Sgt. Garth Sizemore Memorial Highway" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
