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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a bridge on Kentucky Route 80 in Leslie County in honor and memory of Sergeant First Class Frank Cornett.

WHEREAS, SFC Frank Cornett was born on June 3, 1929, in Pineville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, SFC Frank Cornett was a member of the United States Army and bravely defended his country in the Vietnam War; and

WHEREAS, after the Vietnam War, SFC Frank Cornett served as a carpenter at Fort Knox, Kentucky, and later SFC Frank Cornett served as a construction foreman at Fort Bragg, North Carolina; and

WHEREAS, in his 14 years of service in the United States Army, SFC Frank Cornett received the Vietnam Campaign Medal, Vietnam Service Medal, Good Conduct Medal, and the National Defense Service Medal;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate the bridge on Kentucky Route 80, near its intersection with Kentucky Route 699 in Leslie County, as the "SFC Frank Cornett Memorial Bridge," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
