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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a portion of Kentucky Route 213 in Powell County in honor and memory of United States Navy veteran Petty Officer Second Class Albert Martin.

WHEREAS, PO2 Albert Martin was born on October 27, 1917 to Bun and Maude Martin of Morris Creek in Powell County; and

WHEREAS, PO2 Albert Martin was a member of the United States Navy during World War II and was assigned to the USS Indianapolis; and

WHEREAS, at 12:14 a.m. on July 30, 1945, the USS Indianapolis was struck by two torpedoes fired from a Japanese submarine; and

WHEREAS, within 12 minutes after the strike, the USS Indianapolis went down in the shark-infested Philippine Sea; and

WHEREAS, the sinking of the USS Indianapolis led to the greatest single loss of life at sea in the history of the United States Navy; and

WHEREAS, PO2 Albert Martin was one of approximately 800 brave men who made the ultimate sacrifice for their country; and

WHEREAS, PO2 Albert Martin was survived by his wife, Ruth Faulkner, and their three children, C.B., Danny, and Carol Jean;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.    The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 213 in Powell County, from its intersection with Kentucky Route 15 to the Powell County/Montgomery County line, as the "PO2 Albert Martin Memorial Highway WWII Hero," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
