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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating Kentucky Route 2346 in Montgomery County in honor and memory of Pearl Harbor survivor Staff Sergeant John C. Toy.

WHEREAS,  SSG John C. Toy was born on August 14, 1918, in Montgomery County, Kentucky to Ella Lee and Edward Joseph Toy; and

WHEREAS, SSG John. C. Toy joined the United States Army in June 1941, and was stationed at Schofield, Honolulu, Hawaii in the anti-aircraft division; and

WHEREAS, while at Schofield, SSG John C. Toy survived the bombing of Pearl Harbor on December 7, 1941; and

WHEREAS, SSG John C. Toy served in the United States Army until 1945, when he was honorably discharged; and

WHEREAS, since his military service to this country, SSG John C. Toy has remained active in his community by teaching Sunday school at the First Church of God in Mt. Sterling, serving on the board at Mt. Sterling Swimming Pool Park, as a member and past commander of American Legion Post 22, and as a current President of the Kentucky Pearl Harbor Survivors Association; and

WHEREAS, SSG John C. Toy is married to Gertrude Fletcher of Bourbon County, and has been blessed with two daughters, Pam Ishmael and Sandy McDonald, as well as three grandchildren and four great-grandchildren; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly both individually and collectively, hereby salute SSG John C. Toy for his not only his bravery, but for his service to our country and ensuring that our American freedoms are protected for future generations;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.    The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 2346 in Montgomery County as the "Pearl Harbor Survivor SSG John C. Toy Highway," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
