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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating Kentucky Route 1440 in Perry County in honor and memory of Private First Class Charles Lee Hicks.

WHEREAS, PFC Charles Lee Hicks was born April 8, 1947 in Hazard, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, PFC Charles Lee Hicks attended M.C. Napier High School, and after graduation was employed by Ford Motor Company before becoming a member of the United States Army on March 31, 1966; and

WHEREAS, PFC Charles Lee Hicks served with Charlie Company, 1st Battalion 5th Calvary First Calvary divisions as an infantryman; and

WHEREAS, PFC Charles Lee Hicks traversed these earthly bounds in action in Pleike Province, South Vietnam on November 21, 1966; and

WHEREAS, as a result of his bravery and sacrifice, PFC Charles Lee Hicks was awarded the Purple Heart, the Vietnam Service Medal and the Vietnam Campaign Medal; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly both collectively and individually has the highest respect for PFC Charles Lee Hicks and is deeply grateful for the ultimate sacrifice he made for his country;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is herby directed to designate Kentucky 1440 in Perry County as the "PFC Charles L. Hicks Memorial Drive," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
