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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a bridge on Kentucky Route 15 in the city of Vicco as the "Private First Class James T. Gibson Memorial Bridge."

WHEREAS, Private First Class James Truman Gibson was born on Jun 3, 1944 to Norman and Belva Gibson; and

WHEREAS, PFC James T. Gibson was the loving husband of Carolyn Gibson; and

WHEREAS, PFC James T. Gibson was drafted in May of 1967 into the United States Army; and

WHEREAS, PFC James T. Gibson attended basic training in Fort Knox and then was assigned to Ft. Polk in Louisiana for advanced infantry training; and

WHEREAS, PFC James T. Gibson served with A Company, 2nd Battalion, 39th Infantry, 9th Infantry Division; and

WHEREAS, PFC James T. Gibson served his country with honor and distinction. He was awarded the Vietnam Campaign Medal, the Vietnam Service Medal, and the Purple Heart; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for PFC James T. Gibson and is deeply grateful for the sacrifice he made for all Americans;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is herby directed to designate the bridge on Kentucky Route 15 in Perry County, in the city of Vicco near upper Bible Avenue, as the "PFC James T. Gibson Memorial Bridge," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
