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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating Kentucky Route 451 in Perry County in honor and memory of Private First Class Carl Stidham.

WHEREAS, PFC Carl Stidham was born in 1929 in Bonnyman, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, PFC Carl Stidham was raised in Chavies, Kentucky by his loving parents Tom and Lottie Stidham; and

WHEREAS, PFC Carl Stidham was a graduate of Buckhorn High School and was employed by the Blue Diamond Coal Company prior to being drafted into the United States Army in 1951; and

WHEREAS, PFC Carl Stidham served as a light weapons infantryman with the United States Army; and

WHEREAS, PFC Carl Stidham traversed these earthly bounds in North Korea as a result of hostile fire; and

WHEREAS, as a result of his bravery and sacrifice, PFC Carl Stidham was awarded the Korean Service Medal, the Korean Defense Service Medal, and the Purple Heart; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for PFC Carl Stidham and is deeply grateful for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate Kentucky Route 451 in Perry County as the "PFC Carl Stidham Memorial Highway," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
