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A JOINT RESOLUTION directing the Transportation Cabinet to include Joshua Shaun Osborne on the Country Music Highway in Pike County.

WHEREAS, Joshua Shaun Osborne was born on July 4, 1980, and raised in Pike County; and

WHEREAS, Joshua Shaun Osborne performed his first show at the age of three and has since performed at various events such as Hillbilly Days and Hee Haw Reunion, and he opened for George Jones; and

WHEREAS, Joshua Shaun Osborne was introduced into the Pike County School's Hall of Fame for his musical talent and success; and

WHEREAS, Joshua Shaun Osborne was signed with Black River Publishing in 2010, where he wrote his first number one hit, "Come Over" performed by Kenny Chesney. The song has recently been certified Platinum; and

WHEREAS, Joshua Shaun Osborne has written songs for artists such as Billy Currington, Chris Young, Eli Young, Kacy Musgraves, Kelly Clarkson, Kenny Chesney, Love and Theft, and Grand Ole Opry members, Blake Shelton and Craig Morgan; and

WHEREAS, Joshua Shaun Osborne has performed at the Grand Ole Opry, written four songs that went Gold and three songs that went Platinum, and received a Grammy Award for Song of the Year, two ASCAP Awards for the "Most Performed Songs of the Year," the NSAI Award for "Song I Wish That I Had Written," and Music Row Magazine's "Song of the Year";

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall honor the accomplishments of Joshua Shaun Osborne by including him on the Country Music Highway on United States Route 23 in Pike County, and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
