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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a portion of Kentucky Route 57 in Lewis County as the "Bobby Mackey Highway."

WHEREAS, Bobby Mackey was born March 25, 1948, in Lewis County; and

WHEREAS, Bobby Mackey won his first singing contest at the age of four; and

WHEREAS, Bobby Mackey received his first guitar as a gift from his brother when he was eight years old; and

WHEREAS, after high school, Bobby Mackey left home with $75 in his pocket, his suitcase in one hand, his guitar in the other hand, and a yearning to play and sing in a country band; and

WHEREAS, in 1970, Bobby Mackey became the lead singer for Red Jenkins and the Country Ladds; and

WHEREAS, in 1978, Bobby Mackey opened Bobby Mackey's Music World in Wilder, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, along with the nightclub success, Bobby Mackey achieved national chart success with record releases such as "Hero Daddy," "Pepsi Man," and "Johanna"; and

WHEREAS, Bobby Mackey's Music World, featuring Bobby Mackey and the Big Mac Band every Friday and Saturday night, has been greater Cincinnati's top country music nightspot for thirty-five years; and

WHEREAS, Bobby Mackey was inducted into the Northern Kentucky Music Legends Hall of Fame in 2013;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate the portion of Kentucky Route 57, in Lewis County, beginning at milepoint 13.8, at the intersection of Kentucky Route 57 and Pine Grove Church Road, to milepoint 15.52, at the intersection of Kentucky Route 57 and Kentucky Route 8, as the "Bobby Mackey Highway" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
