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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a bridge on Kentucky Route 2009 in Leslie County as the "Pvt. Arnold Morgan Memorial Bridge."

WHEREAS, Pvt. Arnold Morgan was born on June 15, 1895 in Leslie County, the beloved son of Wilson Morgan and Armilda Hoskins; and 

WHEREAS, Pvt. Arnold Morgan enlisted in the United States Army on September 20, 1917, at the age of 22, and he was assigned to Company B, 6th Infantry, during World War I and spent most of his time in Germany and France; and

WHEREAS, while serving in Germany, Pvt. Arnold Morgan and his company were gassed; and 

WHEREAS, Pvt. Arnold Morgan was transferred to France, where he spent the remainder of his tour as a guard; and 

WHEREAS, Pvt. Arnold Morgan was honorably discharged on September 27, 1919, at the age of 24; and

WHEREAS, for injuries sustained during his service, Pvt. Arnold Morgan was awarded the Purple Heart Medal; and

WHEREAS, Pvt. Arnold Morgan traversed these earthly bounds on February 12, 1962. He was the loving husband of Rose Muncy; the loving father of John Morgan, James Morgan, Lucille Morgan, Ronald Morgan, Betty Morgan, Jane Morgan, Imogene Morgan, Frederick Morgan, and Philip Morgan; and the loving brother of William Morgan, Rebecca Morgan, Opha Morgan, Lawrence Morgan, Dennis Morgan, James Morgan, Alonza Morgan, Abbie Morgan, and Mary Morgan; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly honors the sacrifices and service of Pvt. Arnold Morgan by designating a bridge in his honor;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is hereby directed to designate the bridge on Kentucky Route 2009 at its intersection with United States Highway 421 in Leslie County, as the "Pvt. Arnold Morgan Memorial Bridge" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
