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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a bridge on Kentucky Route 699 in the city of Cutshin, in honor and memory of Larkin Lewis.

WHEREAS, Larkin Lewis (1857-1942) was a member of one of the pioneer families and early settlers of the Cutshin area of what is now Leslie County; and

WHEREAS, the hard work of Larkin Lewis led him to become a large land owner, prominent farmer, and businessman of the Leslie County area; and

WHEREAS, in 1904 Larkin Lewis became one of the original founding directors of the Hyden Citizens Bank; and

WHEREAS, the Larkin Lewis Cemetery and Larkin Lewis School were named in honor of this prominent citizen of Cutshin; and

WHEREAS, the designation of a bridge in his honor will serve as a constant reminder of the life and memory of Larkin Lewis;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate the bridge on Kentucky Route 699 in Leslie County, 5 miles up, as the "Larkin Lewis Memorial Bridge" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
