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A RESOLUTION designating Georgetown's Festival of the Horse as an important agricultural event.

WHEREAS, Kentucky is the horse capital of the world, and Georgetown's Festival of the Horse is an annual celebration of the heritage of the horse; and

WHEREAS, the Festival of the Horse began thirty-four years ago and includes three days of parades, discussions on horse heritage, a petting zoo, and pony rides ; and

WHEREAS, attendees can enjoy the Grand Horse Parade, the Colt and Filly Children's Parade, and the food of various local vendors while listening to local musical groups; and

WHEREAS, the Festival of the Horse attracts up to 30,000 attendees annually who visit Scott County and celebrate how the horse has contributed to the culture and livelihoods of the citizens of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the horse has been a vital component of the history of Kentucky agriculture helping farmers to plough fields, transport goods and services, and provide racing and pleasure riding;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Georgetown Festival of the Horse is hereby designated as an important agricultural event for the Commonwealth of Kentucky.
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
