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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Reverend James L. McHugh.

WHEREAS, Reverend James L. McHugh was born on September 10, 1927, the cherished son of the late Charles and Mary McHugh; and

WHEREAS, Father McHugh graduated from St. Patrick School, and then went on to work at Browning Manufacturing in Maysville. He later served in the United States Military, entered a seminary and was assigned to study at St. Mary's Seminary in Kentucky, and then studied at St. Paul's Seminary in Minnesota; and

WHEREAS, Father McHugh was ordained a Roman Catholic priest for the Diocese of Covington on June 11, 1960, by Reverend Richard H. Ackerman, Bishop of Covington, and faithfully served for more than five decades. He also served at St. Julian Church in Middlesboro, Queen of the Holy Rosary in Lexington, St. Henry in Erlanger, Immaculate Heart of Mary in Newport, St. Aloysius in Covington, St. Charles in Flemingsburg, St. Rose of Lima in May's Lick, St. James in Brooksville and Minerva, and Newport Catholic High School; and

WHEREAS, Father McHugh was instrumental in establishing the Knights of Columbus Council in Brooksville, served as the chaplain of Knights of Columbus Council 1377 in Maysville, and was a Fourth Degree member; and

WHEREAS, Father McHugh, upon retirement, returned to Maysville and assisted at St. Patrick Church for many years. He enjoyed collecting arts and antiques, researching genealogy, and traveling. He made multiple trips to Ireland due to his Irish heritage, which he was very proud of; and

WHEREAS, Father McHugh departed this earthly life at the age of 86 on February 23, 2014, leaving his family, friends, and an entire community in solemn mourning; and

WHEREAS, in addition to his parents, Father McHugh was preceded in death by five brothers, Charles, Jack, Peter, Robert, and Edward McHugh, and one sister, Ruth Young. He is survived by four sisters, Mary Pfeffer, Elizabeth McHugh, Jean McLoney and her husband, Doug, and Francis McHugh; and a host of nephews, nieces, great-nieces, and great-nephews;
