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A RESOLUTION raising awareness for the problem of bedsores in hospitals and adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory of Bridgett Howard.

WHEREAS, a bed sore, also known as a pressure ulcer, starts as reddened skin and gets progressively worse, forming a blister, then an open sore, and finally a crater; and

WHEREAS, the most common place for bed sores to occur is over bony prominences, where the bone is close to the skin; and 

WHEREAS, factors which increase the risk of bed sores include being bedridden or in a wheelchair, fragile skin, chronic conditions such as diabetes or vascular disease, and the inability to move certain parts of your body without assistance; and

WHEREAS, people with diseases such as spina bifida are especially at risk; and

WHEREAS, bedsores are painful and can even be fatal; and 

WHEREAS, Bridgett Howard was born with spina bifida on June 18, 1982; and

WHEREAS, on October 12, 2013, Bridgett Howard departed this earth from complications of bed sores, leaving her family, friends, and community in solemn mourning;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body hereby raises awareness for the problem of bed sores in hospitals.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor and loving memory of Bridgett Howard.
