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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Kitty Rogers Baird.

WHEREAS, Kitty Baird was born on November 27, 1932, in Axton, Virginia, the cherished daughter of the late Charlie Daniel and Emma Byrd Hankins Rogers; and 

WHEREAS, Kitty Baird received a Bachelor of Science degree from Radford College with a teaching certificate in health, physical education, and English. She held advanced degrees from the Women's College at the University of North Carolina Greensboro and Eastern Kentucky University; and 

WHEREAS, Kitty Baird was a professor of physical education at Centre College for 40 years. She was instrumental in nearly every women's varsity sport at Centre, both as a coach and a founder of various athletic programs. Her advocacy for women's sports extended outside of Centre, as she founded two women's collegiate athletic conferences. She also served on a number of regional and national sports committees, including the NCAA Basketball Rules Committee and the NCAA Tennis Selection Committee. For her decorated career in athletics and her extraordinary legacy as a supporter of women's sports, she was honored with the Kentucky Association for Health, Physical Education, Recreation, and Dance's highest honor, the W. Walter Mustaine Award, and the Lifetime Achievement Award from the National Association of Women's Athletics Administrators; and 

WHEREAS, Kitty Baird was an avid traveler who helped build houses for Habitat for Humanity. In that capacity she had built houses on every continent except Antarctica. She also worked for the Red Cross for fifty years as a first aid instructor and president of her local chapter; and 

WHEREAS, Kitty Baird was a faithful member and deacon at Lexington Avenue Baptist Church; and 

WHEREAS, Kitty Rogers Baird departed this earthly life on March 10, 2014, leaving her family, friends, and an entire community in solemn mourning; and 

WHEREAS, Kitty Baird is survived by her beloved husband, Ernest C. Baird; her daughter, Kathryn Kendrick and her husband, Mark; her sisters, Clair Minthorne and her husband, Alan, and Elizabeth Dykes and her husband, David; and her grandchildren, Jung Won Jo, Jared Kendrick, Benjamin Kendrick, and Mia Kendrick;

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
