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A RESOLUTION recognizing the role of the horse in Kentucky. 

WHEREAS, horses have been vital components in building the history of Kentucky through battle, agriculture, transportation, and sport, and the horse has become one of the most recognized symbols of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, horses have served as noble and intelligent companions to many Kentucky families, providing meaningful life lessons to those fortunate enough to care for them; and

WHEREAS, before her tragic demise at the hands of an unknown gunman in the pasture she had long called home, the walking horse Gipsy Rose exemplified this bond through her gentle, loving relationship with three generations of Brandi-Courtney Mauricio's family;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives recognizes Gipsy Rose and the role of all horses across Kentucky, through both commerce and companionship.
