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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of St. Patrick's Day.

WHEREAS, St. Patrick died on March 17, 461 AD, and St. Patrick's Day has been commemorated since in honor of his mission of converting the Pagan Irish to Christianity, and in celebration of "the first green of spring"; and 

WHEREAS, it is sometimes the wont of this august body to acknowledge such holidays that both have a historic standard in the world but are also dear to the ideals and the nature of all Kentuckians; and 

WHEREAS, in that vein, this body today honors St. Patrick's Day while offering hearty tips o' the cap to the many worthwhile traditions that St. Patrick's Day rightfully celebrates; and 

WHEREAS, this body hereby honors Ireland, land of splendor and magnificence; and 

WHEREAS, it honors the color green, which is the symbolic hue of springtime but also the color of many a face of those who have celebrated this magical holiday; and 

WHEREAS, it honors those Kentuckians of Irish descent and those who claim said descent, for it is a tradition as old as time immemorial to fib about our Irish blood in an attempt to receive free items, explain our inability to tan, or be kissed by a stranger while wearing a cheap T-shirt; and 

WHEREAS, it honors the jovial spirit of St. Patrick's Day, and does not condone or demonize that spirit when it takes a liquid form; and

WHEREAS, it honors the mythical traditions of St. Patrick's Day, even the leprechaun, as disconcerting and somewhat terrifying as the leprechaun may be; and 

WHEREAS, it honors our brothers and sisters in this Commonwealth who duly pinch us when we forget to wear green and also those who might say, "I am wearing green socks, don't pinch me," for who knows if that is a lie, because nobody looks at another man's socks; and 

WHEREAS, finally, it honors the happiness and joy that is associated with this holiday and hope that all Kentuckians relish the birth of a new spring;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives joins in the celebration of March 17th, St. Patrick's Day, and wishes everyone "the luck o' the Irish."

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of St. Patrick's Day.
