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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor and loving memory of Katie E. Fryman.

WHEREAS, Katie E. Fryman was born on March 23, 1995, the cherished daughter of Larry and Angela Fryman; and 

WHEREAS, at the age of three, Katie was diagnosed with a rare disease known as CACH Leukodystrophy, a progressive degeneration of the white matter of the brain due to imperfect growth or development of the myelin sheath, the fatty covering that acts as an insulator around nerve fiber. The disease inhibits body movement and causes progressive loss in body tone, vision, hearing, and appetite; and 

WHEREAS, Katie exhibited all these symptoms, but she remained positive, even though she spent most of her life with a walker or in a wheelchair. She avidly cheered on her older brother, Ethan, as he played football and baseball, was a fan of Rowan County High School's sports teams, and participated in several May Day events. Her smile was infectious, and everyone she met was touched by her grace and positive spirit; and 

WHEREAS, Katie E. Fryman, beloved daughter, granddaughter, sister, and friend, departed this earthly life and entered the gates of Heaven on March 4, 2013, due to complications resulting from CACH Leukodystrophy. She was 17 years old. Her favorite color was purple, and at her funeral over 1,000 people wore that color in support of this special little girl's remarkable life; and 

WHEREAS, Katie is survived by her parents, Larry Dwayne and Angela Runner Fryman; her brother, Ethan Fryman; her grandparents, Tim and Charlene Runner and Larry and Peggy Fryman; and several aunts and uncles who will dearly miss her; and

WHEREAS, Katie will forever be remembered as a source of unconditional love, leaving behind a lasting legacy of happiness, boundless faith, and infinite grace. This body rightfully honors her life today while bringing awareness to CACH Leukodystrophy, the disease that took her life but could never take her indelible spirit;

NOW, THEREFORE,
