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A RESOLUTION acknowledging the contributions of acoustic-stringed instruments, Official Kentucky State Championship Old-Time Fiddlers Contest, Inc., and the competition to be held in Elizabethtown, Kentucky, toward the heritage and culture of this great Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, in 1974, Jodie Hall and Leo Mudd organized the first acoustic-stringed instrument context in Leitchfield, Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, the contest became known as the Official Kentucky State Championship Old-Time Fiddlers Contest; and 

WHEREAS, in 1975, by gubernatorial proclamation, the annual event was designated as the official Kentucky state championship for clogging and all acoustic-stringed-instrument categories, except the dulcimer; and 

WHEREAS, in 2013, the contest was moved to Elizabethtown, Kentucky, at the Freeman Lake Park bandstand, and is sponsored by Official Kentucky State Championship Old-Time Fiddlers Contest, Inc.; and 

WHEREAS, on June 13 and 14, 2014, the contest will return to Elizabethtown, and those lucky enough to attend the event will witness a true musical and cultural treasure of this Commonwealth on display; and 

WHEREAS, the championships will be awarded at the contest in multiple stringed-music genres, including jig dancing, harmonica, banjo, flat-top guitar, fiddle, old-time string band, and bluegrass band; and 

WHEREAS, the ultimate "fiddle off" winner will be awarded the annual Governor's Cup in addition to the state championship;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   This honorable body acknowledges the contributions of acoustic-stringed instruments, Official Kentucky State Championship Old-Time Fiddlers Contest, Inc., and the competition to be held in Elizabethtown, Kentucky, toward the heritage and culture of this great Commonwealth.
